Rationale 
The No Child Behind Act requires that elementary and secondary students make adequate yearly progress in the general curriculum each year.  Significant ongoing achievement gaps between normally-achieving students and students at risk for reading failure make it difficult for schools to meet this requirement.  This course prepares teachers with specific research-based instructional strategies to help students close the achievement gap and make adequate yearly progress in the reading. 
Course Objectives 
1. Participants will demonstrate competence in the implementation of research-validated interventions for at-risk learners in reading.

Course Requirements 
For 3 semester credits participants will:
1. Complete 28 clock hours of seminar instruction including peer-with-peer seminar practice;

2. Complete 29 clock hours of supervised in-classroom practicum during the school year;

3. Monitor and collect learning progress data for 3 to 5 students during the school year;

4. Demonstrate mastery of the program per supervisory evaluations 
5. Demonstrate mastery of the program per student learning outcome data.

6. Train one paraeducator to competently instruct the program

(12.5 contact clock hours for 1 seminar credit; 3 practicum clock hours per contact clock hour)

Location 
The 2006-07 course will be taught at two sites, the Granite District Offices in Salt Lake City and the Davis District Conference Center in Farmington, Utah, both of  which are familiar and easily accessible to the intended participants.  Groups will be reduced to 25-30 teachers this year to better facilitate supervision of practicum hours.  Practicum hours will be completed in Davis, Weber, and Granite Districts.
Funding
Funding for all aspects of the course will be provided by the Utah State Office of Education School Improvement Grant, with contributions from the districts involved.  No Brigham Young University funds or resources will be used except as required for participants to register for and receive university credit through Independent Study.
